	c.
	Assist with planning and take part in investiture ceremony
	Assist in preparation of investiture and what badges are presented and why.

	d.
	Demonstrate trust by taking on special responsibility for the Troop.
	Carry Troop flag on parade, collection of subs over set period.

	Examples

	Take part in at least 3 acts of worship with the Troop
	Church parades, Scout’s Owns

	b.
	Complete course to further understanding
	Junior Alpha course, confirmation instruction.

	c.
	Choose and read prayers/reflections for Troop flag break/flag down
	Record prayers read on say 3 occasions. Try ‘Street Bible’

	Hold the My Faith Activity Badge

	Examples

	a.
	Take part in 2 Troop Forums

	Contribute to the Troop’s ‘Code of Conduct’
	Review this each term

	c.
	Take part in 2 Troop Leadership Forums and help implement.
	Take responsibility for an activity – not just lead a game

	d.
	Run learning experience for other Scouts.
	Presentation on his/her hobby/interest to the Troop

	e.
	Lead 2 day event for group of Scouts.
	Run weekend camp


Area 4.  Developing beliefs and attitudes.
	
	Requirement
	Examples

	a.
	Review event or activity and recommend improvements.
	Formal feedback on Troop activity with recommendations for improvements.

	b.
	Visit other act of worship and compare to your own.
	Visit and then report back on differences – could be done with school.

	c.
	Investigate political or world issue
	In small group, debate current topic from newspaper reports.

	d.
	Take part in debate on local or national interest.
	As above but taking local issue from local paper. Local “Youth Forum”

	e.
	Voluntary service.
	Community based on 3 occasions with total of 10 hours service.
